envelope 

o completes an annual stewardship card and contributes as pledged 

o actively participates in church activities/ministries  

3.  Active parishioners from other Catholic parishes in the local area 
4.  Active parishioners of a parish outside the local area who currently have children enrolled in a 

Catholic elementary school and are transferring to St. Joseph Church 
5.  All others 

 

Registration: 

1. Registration materials will be available beginning January 29, 2010. 
2. Completed registration forms received by February 26, 2010, will be given priority status as 

listed above. Forms received after this date will be processed on a first come, first serve basis. 
3. Requests for morning or afternoon class placement will be honored in the order that 

registrations are received until a class is filled. 
4. Parents will be notified of the receipt of registration materials by mail.
